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This image commemorates Michael Brown, murdered
by police in Ferguson, Missouri on August 9, 2014, and
the firestorm of protest and revolt that followed in which
“Hands Up, Don’t Shoot!” became a popular slogan. The
names are all of additional victims of police murder and

the racist oppression it serves to uphold.

Worker Liberation led
the largest sex worker
marchand vigil in US
history, demanding an
end to anti-trans and
antzi(—)sex work legislation.
